Dear Parents:

Thank you for your interest in Concordia University’s Early Childhood Education Center.   We have a long history of quality faith based education for young children.  Our program strives to meet the needs of our university staff, students and faculty as well as the neighboring communities.  Our center is designed as a Lab School serving university students for on-site experiences with young children and their teachers.  

Our state of the art facility offers many educational opportunities and we look forward to continuing our quality programs. Our Part-Time programs offer 2,3 and 4 day morning classes and 2,3 and 5 day afternoon classes.  Our 2 & 3 day pm class availability is contingent on space in our 5 day pm program.  As a lab school, we enjoy the support of the College of Education and renew our commitment to the field of early childhood research. 

Currently enrolled families wishing to enroll for the 08-09 school year may do so on Monday, February 25th.  Registration will be taking place on the second floor of the Christopher Center outside of room 200.  Children need to be 3 by September 1st and potty trained to be eligible for our part time preschool programs.

Registration for Alumni families will be held on Tuesday, February 26th in the administration office of the Early Childhood Education Center.  Families who previously attended the center in the past 3 years are eligible to enroll on that day.

Community enrollment will be held on Wednesday, February 27th on the second floor of the Christopher Center near room 200.  Registration for all three days will begin at 9:00 am.  Registration is on a first come basis. Waiting lists will be established once space is filled.

Parking for alumni and community enrollment is available in the visitor parking lot on Augusta and Clinton or in the parking garage on Bonnie Brae near Division.  Parking is not permitted in the lot in front of the Christopher Center.  You may be ticketed if you park in the Early Childhood Center drop off lot.

Currently enrolled families need to bring the enclosed registration form and a non-refundable registration fee of $100.00.  Alumni and community families will need to bring the enclosed registration form, a copy of your child’s birth certificate, and a non-refundable registration fee of $100.00.  

Notification of your child’s enrollment status will be sent to you by the end of March.

You also will find in this packet, registration information regarding our summer preschool and kindergarten programs.  You may also register for these programs at regular registration time.
