Matthew 14: When Jesus went ashore, he saw a great
crowd; and he had compassion for them and cured their
sick. When it was evening, the disciples came to him and
said, ‘This is a deserted place, and the hour is now late; send
the crowds away so that they may go into the villages and
buy food for themselves.”

And all ate and were filled; and they took up
what was left over of the broken pieces, twelve baskets full.
And those who ate were about five thousand men, besides
women and children.

And they
brought him a denarius. Then he said to them, ‘Whose head is
this, and whose title?’ They answered, ‘The emperor’s.” Then
he said to them, ‘Give therefore to the emperor the things
that are the emperor’s, and to God the things that are
God’s.” When they heard this, they were amazed; and they
left him and went away.
